	Four groups discussed the following issues:

· Worklessness and Child Poverty

· Isolation of Older people

· Young People’s Aspirations

· Community Engagement

Each group fedback a potential quick win and a longer term idea.

Worklessness and Child Poverty:

Quick win:
Summarise local services and develop appropriate information. Develop a mailing list of local groups (TA / Doctor s / Community Groups etc.) perhaps extend to include block reps

Long term:
Connect with City Firms regarding apprenticeships and job opportunities NOT painting walls

Isolation of Older people:

Quick win: GP surgery / waiting room days – use of volunteers / EC1 connect / staff

Long term: All service providers fully aware of each other’s plans (Peel / SLPT / Wesley) to stop clashing events

Young People’s Aspirations:

Quick win: “Covert Youth Club for adults” – a series of interesting events/activities in the area to which young people could be invited to mix with adults

Long term : Educations /Employment link – City & Islington College, prepare for employment

Community Engagement:

Quick win: support to new NSG members and information on current partnerships in area

Long term: programme to ensure residents understand the services in the local area
